This person also collects
tickets from passengers at stops and will record tickets collected as instructed.

1. The shifts are from 7:00 am to approximately 3:00 pm. Each employee will work either
Saturday or Sunday, but not both, unless that is their desire.

2. You must be dependable. Absenteeism or tardiness is not acceptable. When the boat
departs, all supplies must be on and personnel in place.

3. You must have a valid Food Handler’s Permit

4. You must be able to handle freight and assist in loading freight in Chelan and at all stops
along the lake. This can be fairly strenuous and each piece, on average, weighs 20 to 50
